IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS
Use only on AC 220-240 Volt, Use only for household.

Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handle or knobs.

To protect against risk of electric shock, do not immerse the cord, plug or cooking unit in water or any other liquid. 
Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near children.

Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to cool before putting on or taking off parts, and before cleaning appliance.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged has malfunctioned or has been damaged in any manner. In order to avoid the risk of an electric shock, never try to repair the appliance yourself. Take it to an authorized service station for examination and repair. An incorrect reassembly could present a risk of electric shock when the appliancer is used.
The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the manufacturer may result in fire, electrical shock, or risk of injury to persons.

Do not use outdoors or for commercial purposes.

Do not let power cord hang over the edge of the table or counter, or touch hot surfaces. 
Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or heated oven.
Unplug the unit when finished using.

Do not use appliance for other than intended use.

Do not intend to operate by means of an external timer or separate remote-control system.

Extreme caution must be exercised when moving an appliance containing hot oil or other hot liquids.T

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children unless they are older than 8 and supervised.

CAUTION: hot surface.

Caution:


The appliance as well as the sides and top of the appliance get very hot. Avoid any contact. Danger of burning! Only hold by the handle.

The appliance must always be positioned horizontally during use.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Do not immerse the appliance in any liquid.

The temperature of accessible surfaces may be high when the appliance is operating.

WARNING: Charcoal or similar combustible fuels must not be used with this appliance.

GROUNDED PLUG

To reduce the risk of electric shock this appliance has a grounded plug . If the plug does not fit fully into the electrical outlet contact a qualified electrician. Do not modify the plug in any way or use an adaptor.

BEFORE FIRST USE
• Read all instructions carefully and keep them for future reference.

• Remove all packaging

• Clean the Cooking Plates by wiping a sponge or cloth dampened in warm water. 

DO NOT IMMERSE THE UNIT AND DO NOT RUN WATER DIRECTLY ONT THE COOKING SURFACES.

• Dry with a cloth or paper towel.

• For best results, lightly coat the cooking plates with a little cooking oil or cooking spray.

Notice: When your Grill Toaster is heated for the first time, it may emit slight smoke or odor. This is normal with many heating appliances. This does not affect the safety of your appliance.  

OPERATIONAL GUIDANCE





1.  Power Button- 1:
In standby, the button light is always on
press the button for 2 seconds to turn on the power, press it for 2 seconds to turn off the power.

2.  Plate Button- 2: 
Touch the button，Turn off or turn on the upper plate
 Knob- 3: 

Press the knob on the right to adjust the temperature or time.
Every press,The temperature or time display screens flash high-frequency in sequence .
Rotate the knob,you can decrease or increase the time or temperature
4.  Steak buttons- 4: 

Press the steak button and the light will be flashing, the icon of “Rare” will be on.

Press the steak button again, the icon of “Medium” will be on. “Medium well” and “Well done” icons will be lighted up if press the steak button again. 

When adding a steak thickness sensor, the time set in the menu will vary depending on the steak thickness. This additional feature is only available for steak menu.--This is an additional feature  
5.  Menu buttons- 5: 
Touch one of the buttons to select the menu
The selected button will be flashing in working state

6.  Pilot lamp- 6: 
Red color stands for preheating
Blue color stands for cooking
7.  Temperature probe display - 7: 
When the temperature probe is inserted, 
   this indicator will be displayed（The right figure

   Shows)--This is an additional feature
 Time display- 8

11.After pressing the knob, the timer and the upper/lower plate indicators will flash rapidly in sequence. At this point, rotating the knob allows adjustment of either the cooking time or the individual temperatures for the upper and lower plates. (Independent temperature settings are available for each plate.)
Notes:
In menu mode, cooking time and temperature for reference only. According to food thickness and personal taste, you can adjust time and temperature during cooking.

Power on the machine, if without any operate in 5 minutes, it will power off automatically.

Once menu mode is started,buzzer rings and the machine will preheat .

During the working of menu mode or manual mode, the temperature and time can be adjusted. Press temperature or timer icon to the desired data.
HOW TO USE

1.Close the grill,insert the power cord plug into the wall outlet,the “    ”button will start flashing,the grill is in standby mode.
2.Press and hold the “   ”button for a few seconds (~2 seconds)to turn on the grill.Press the “MENU” button to start selecting the menu.The display will show the set temperature and time
The temperature and cooking time can be adjusted as needed, Rotate the knob.
4.Press the knob    on the right to adjust the temperature or time.Every press，The temperature or time display screens flash high-frequency in sequence

5. When the temperature displays high-frequency flashing,Rotate the knob,you can increase or decrease the temperature to the desired temperature more quickly.The temperature control range is 120-230℃ .
When the time displays high-frequency flashing ，Rotate the knob,you can decrease or increase the time.The Timer control range is 0-60min.
6 When the degree of heating of the plates reaches the set temperature the temperature display stops flashing,a sound signal is heard and cooking can begin the mode
7.Press the “   ”button to start the countdown.
8.Countdown ends, return to step 2
The appliance can be switched off at any time during the cooking process by pressing and holding the "   "button for a few Seconds (~2 Seconds).
CLEANING AND CARE 
• Always unplug the Grill Toaster and allow it to cool before cleaning. The unit is easier to clean when slightly warm. There is no need to disassemble Grill Toaster for cleaning. Never immerse the Grill Toaster in water or place in dishwasher. 
• Wipe cooking plates with a soft to remove food residue. For baked on food residue squeeze some warm water mixed with detergent over the food residue then clean with a non abrasive plastic scouring pad or place wet kitchen paper over the grill to moisten the food residue.
• Do not use anything abrasive that can scratch or damage the non-stick coating. 

• Do not use metal utensils to remove your foods, they can damage the non-stick surface. 

• Wipe the outside of the grill toaster with a damp cloth only. Do not clean the outside with any abrasive scouring pad or steel wool, as this will damage the finish. Do not immerse in water or any other liquid. 

• Do not place in the dishwasher. 

• Remove and empty the drip tray after each use and wash the tray in warm, soapy water. Avoid the use of scouring pads or harsh detergents as they may damage the surface.

Rinse and dry thoroughly with a clean, soft cloth and replace.
STORAGE

• Always unplug the Grill Toaster before storage.
• Always make sure the Grill Toaster is cool and dry before string.
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
